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	Don't arrive late!
	Run along this lane
	for about
	a mile
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	and a half.
	Keep straight on,
	past the junctions
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	At this junction bear left
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	along the edge of a field
	used by many 4x4s.
	
	At the next junction keep straight on ...
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	and
	straight on at the next junction.
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	Here you enter an avenue,
	flooded in February,
	and very muddy.
	There is a path beside this track
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	which can be very deep in places
	or
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	you could even run along
	the edge of the field.
	
	Eventually you come out of this avenue
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	and cross a field
	at the end of which
	you meet Yatesbury Lane.
	Turn right here
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	After about another kilometre ...
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	... the track turns ...
	... sharp right ...
	and back left
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	... and very soon ...
	... joins the road ...
	... from Whyr Farm. (Keep left)
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	This is a quiet road but runners need
	to keep to the left.
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	A good place to give drinks to runners. A marshal should be stationed here.


	After about 600 metres ...
	... there is a T-junction ...
	... marked in red on the Google map.
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	Cross this road with care and continue straight on along the track opposite - 'Byway to Broad Hinton' ...
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	... (called Vize Lane), for another kilometre ... (Yes!, that was snow in January!)
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	... before reaching another road (High Street coming from Broad Hinton).
Turn left and follow this road towards Broad Town. Be aware of traffic.
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	The road begins to rise slightly. After nearly 800 metres ...
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	... turn right up a track towards Cockroost Farm. 
	Run up this track and ...
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	... turn left at the end of the field. Follow this track to the left ...
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	... and right ...
	
	
	... past some farm buildings, keeping the buildings on your right,
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	and then turn left again ...
	
	... and run between the fields ...
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	... to a junction at the end of this track.
	Turn right at the end of this field...
	... and keep the wood ...
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	... on your right ...
	... and follow the track ...
	... round to the right.
	Continue straight ...
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	... on and go through the gate.
	Yes! It was January ...
	... and another gate.
	Keep following this hardcore track ...
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	... it bears right ...
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	... and then left again, ...
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	... until you arrive at a junction.
	Turn right.
	(it's normally dry)
	Follow ...
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	... this track ...
	... until you reach ...
	... some farm buildings.
	This is Manor Farm.
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	Half way between these buildings ...
	... take the turning to the left ...
	... (this is Manor Lane) ...
	... and continue ...
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	... until you reach ...
	... a road ...
	... (Yew Tree Lane).
	Turn left ...
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	... and run down Yew Tree Lane ...
	... until just before ...
	... the junction with the A4361, ...
