	Alternative route

Where you should come to another stile, it is very difficult to find. (A bit overgrown) I did find it and when I got to the stile was met by a very friendly bullock. Some people might not like that so here is an alternative route:
Continue along the hedge, keeping it on the right, past the small field of maize (keeping to the left of it) and continue until you come to a large gap in the hedge/trees (on your right). Enter and turn immediately left. You are now back on the correct track.
Be careful of large deep badger holes in the ground. For the alternative route, skip the next 14 pictures
